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CBVA RATING POLICY

Players:

1. Each player is expected to be present for all ratings sessions as named by the CBVA board
2. Each Player will be observed by at least two raters; i.e. two forms will be completed. If a variance is found of ≥2, a third rater will observe
3. In any case where injury or safety is a major concern, an un-rated player playing in an inappropriate level will be asked to play in an appropriate division immediately.  In such a case, the player would not have to pay for another session if they chose to play again that day.
4. Players will be informed of the ratings result as soon as administratively possible (typically within 1 week after the last rating day). Such communication may be conducted in person or electronically, with overall scores and appropriate constructive comments provided
Results of Ratings:

1. Score = Pass = Provisional status:

a. All newly rated players (i.e. players new to the league or players trying out for a level above their current rating) will be awarded a provisional status until the next ratings period if they are evaluated and score above the cutoff for the desired division
b. All players who have been awarded provisional status will be re-evaluated during the next ratings period for a final rating for the year to be issued and carried forward
c. Any provisional player may be asked to discontinue play at any time if there is a concern for the safety/injury of any CBVA member
d. Players are encouraged to practice and work on skills and comments communicated to them by raters during the initial rating period during their provisional status
2. Score = Did not Pass:

a. Player will be provided specific comments on how to improve and will be invited to participate in CBVA clinics and may try again at the next ratings period.
b. Player will not be allowed to play in the division (e.g. Advanced or Intermediate) until the next rating period opens.
3. Score = Borderline:

a. Borderline low: player ≤ 1 point below Intermediate or Advanced division

i. 1 additional rater will be asked to observe player and final rating determined by consensus of raters in conjunction with Ratings Committee Chair. Additional rating may be completed on subsequent day of play
b. Borderline high: player trying out for intermediate scores within 2 points of Advanced 

i. Intermediate raters should point the player out to the advanced raters
ii. Player asked to play the next week in advanced for final determination of a rating 
Raters:

1. Raters will consist of Board members and those individuals who volunteer or are approached by a Board member or Chair of the Ratings committee to participate in the ratings process. Members who agree to be raters shall be considered members of the Ratings committee, in addition to other members who wish to volunteer for said committee (but may not be raters)

2. Two forms must be completed for every player being rated. If a variance in total score of ≥2 occurs, a third rater will complete a form and the scores will be averaged for final rating determination. 

3. Player ratings will be completed within 1 week of the final ratings day unless previous arrangements with individual members have been agreed upon
4. The final determination of a player’s rating is based on consensus of the raters involved.  This score may vary from season to season. 

5. When an individual’s rating has been determined and finalized, the player will be informed as soon as administratively possible (typically within 1 week after the last rating day). Such communication may be conducted in person or electronically, with overall scores and appropriate constructive comments provided. It is imperative that specific comments about skill development are communicated to such players and documented on the ratings form for continued review during subsequent ratings period.

Continuing Weekly Review by Board members:

All board members are responsible for due diligence in monitoring the level of play for their session on a weekly basis. If any issues arise (e.g. intermediate player points out player(s) s/he does not believe are at intermediate level to intermediate board member) the following procedure will take place:

1. Board member(s) observes player(s) and evaluate(s) whether there is an immediate safety risk, and if so, take appropriate action 

2. Board member(s) should pull the most recent ratings form for identified player to guide in the observation

3. Board member(s) compile(s) list of players to be re-rated -- and re-rating process is undertaken, either at that time or at the next re-rating period, depending on the player and following the procedures as outlined above.

Appeals:
A player may request a re-evaluation if he or she disagrees with the ratings received. The player must submit a written request to the secretary (secretary@cbvolleyball.net) specifically outlining the justification for the re-rating within 1 week of receiving their rating score. The request will be reviewed by the ratings committee and, if deemed appropriate, re-rating will be conducted as described above by two board members and the Ratings committee chair.
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
